MASS for the BEATIFICATION OF CARDINAL NEWMAN at Cofton Park, Birmingham on Sunday 19th September 2010 – The Papal Office is still working like mad and very valiantly, to help those who cannot walk any distance from the coach parks to the beatification site.  Successes to date include:
