MASS for the BEATIFICATION OF CARDINAL NEWMAN at Cofton Park, Birmingham on Sunday 19th September 2010 – 
Christopher Quinton has been asked and has agreed to act as the Pilgrim Leader for the parish for the Papal Visit in September.  If you are interested in going to the Beatification of John Henry Newman please email him at cjq@quincom.co.uk to let him know, or ring 682419.  Coach arrangements are in hand, so it is simply a case of “Turn-up-and-go” from St Michael’s in Sonning Common.
Latest information from Christopher:  Last Monday a letter was sent, first class, to Lord Patten, who has overall responsibility for the Papal Visit.  It asked that arrangements be made for pilgrims to be dropped off at and collected from the site of the Beatification Ceremony, rather than from nearly a mile away.   The reason for the request is that a good number of people have expressed concern at not being able to walk that distance and so they have not registered to go.   This problem is probably reflected across every parish in the country.
New information is that the deadline to register is on this Wednesday 4th August; I will try to get this extended, but please don’t bank on this. 

Another concern is about having to take your own folding chair.   This is something we can solve within the parish, as I am sure there will be pilgrims who would be kind enough to lug a folding chair, for someone unable to carry one.   If necessary we can also arrange a pool of folding chairs to be borrowed.
