MASS for the BEATIFICATION OF CARDINAL NEWMAN at Cofton Park, Birmingham on Sunday 19th September 2010:  During the week there has been constant contact with the Papal Visit Office in London.  This was to pressure them to have the coaches to Birmingham drop pilgrims off close to the site of the Mass of Beatification of Cardinal John Henry Newman, so that more people would be able to go to the ceremony.

On Friday afternoon the matter was escalated to Archbishop Vincent, and that evening the following email was received: “Unfortunately, as of this afternoon, the solution has not been agreed.  However, the outcome of the meeting is that they are looking towards a drop-off arrangement; that is, it has been agreed that this is the goal, and the traffic planners and site managers are looking to see if a viable solution is possible.  I am sorry you cannot give assurances to your group, but let’s hope that they do come up with something.”
