St John Vianney - The 19th century parish priest who transformed his parish of Ars by his devout example and many hours spent in the confessional. Once, when a letter of complaint about him was sent to the bishop with a list of signatures, he signed his name to it. 

Dedication of the Basilica of Our Lady – The first church to be dedicated to Our Lady in Rome, after the Council of Ephesus (432 AD) declared her Mother of God.  Now called St Mary Major it was also called Our Lady of the Snows.

The Transfiguration - Jesus revealed Himself as the Anointed Messiah, on Mount Tabor, in the presence of Peter, James and John.

St Dominic - Spanish aristocrat who founded the Order of Preachers (Dominicans) in the 13th century, to defend the faith and refute error. The Order later produced several great saints, including l0o St Thomas Aquinas and Pope St Pius V.
