St Bartholomew: in the New Testament, St Bartholomew is mentioned only in the lists of the apostles.  Some scholars identify him with Nathanael, a man of Cana in Galilee who was summoned to Jesus by Philip.  Jesus paid him a great compliment: “Here is a true Israelite.  There is no duplicity in him.”
St Rose of Lima: The first canonised saint of the New World has one characteristic of all saints—the suffering of opposition—and another characteristic which is more for admiration than for imitation — excessive practice of mortification.
St Louis of France: At his coronation as king of France, Louis IX bound himself by oath to behave as God’s anointed, as the father of his people and feudal lord of the King of Peace.
St Monica: Mother of St Augustine of Hippo.
St Augustine of Hippo: Sinner turned Saint - a Christian at 33, a priest at 36, and a bishop at 41.
