St Gregory the Great - Ordained a priest, he became one of the pope's seven deacons, and also served six years in the East as papal representative in Constantinople.  He was recalled to become abbot, and at the age of 50 was elected pope by the clergy and people of Rome.

Sts Joseph of Arimathea and Nicodemus – The actions of these two influential Jewish leaders give insight into the charismatic power of Jesus and his teachings—and the risks that could be involved in following him.  Joseph was a respected, wealthy civic leader who had become a disciple of Jesus.  Following the death of Jesus, Joseph obtained Jesus' body from Pilate, wrapped it in fine linen and buried it. For these reasons Joseph is considered the patron saint of funeral directors and pallbearers.  Nicodemus was a Pharisee and, like Joseph, an important first-century Jew.  We know from John's Gospel that Nicodemus went to Jesus at night—secretly—to better understand his teachings.
Blessed Mother Teresa of Kolkata – the tiny woman recognized throughout the world for her work among the poorest of the poor, was beatified on 19th October 2003.
