Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary - The Church has celebrated Mary's birth since the sixth century.  A September birth was chosen because the Eastern Church begins its Church year with September.
St Peter Claver - A native of Spain, young Jesuit Peter Claver left his homeland forever in 1610 to be a missionary in the colonies of the New World. He sailed into Cartagena (now in Colombia), a rich port city washed by the Caribbean. He was ordained there in 1615 and spent his life caring and looking after slaves.

St Cyprian - Cyprian is important in the development of Christian thought and practice in the third century, especially in northern Africa.
Most Holy Name of the Blessed Virgin Mary This feast is a counterpart to the Feast of the Holy Name of Jesus (January 3); both have the possibility of uniting people easily divided on other matters.
St. John Chrysostom - The great preacher (his name means "golden-mouthed") from Antioch he was brought to Constantinople after a dozen years of priestly service in Syria. John found himself the reluctant victim of an imperial ruse to make him bishop in the greatest city of the empire. 
Sunday 14th: Exaltation of the Holy Cross - To this day the Eastern Churches, Catholic and Orthodox alike, celebrate the Exaltation of the Holy Cross on the September anniversary of the Basilica of the Holy Sepulchre's dedication.
